Tasks/Duties of Utility Plant Operations & Maintenance Manager

Below is a summary of the Tasks and Duties of this position. For a listing of duties and responsibilities for this position, please see the
Job Specification/Demands Analysis included with the posting in the City Hall lobby.

TASK/DUTY
Manage utility plant operations & maintenance staff to plan, prioritize, assign, and coordinate tasks and duties related to
the operation of modern water, wastewater, and reuse plants, and related facilities and AS2l program to ensure
regulatory, permit, and public safety requirements are met.
Assists in the development of annual budgets, including capital and operation programs, recommending approval to the
Division Director and Department Director.
Serve as point of contact to facilitate communication between Plant Operations/Maintenance and other City workgroups,
contractors, or vendors.
Promote effective workgroup relationships through careful listening and oral and written communication, tact, and
mature judgment.
Interview applicants for job openings; recommend selection and terms of conditional offer to Division Director.
Promote development of a single Operations and Maintenance group; minimize implication of separate shifts and
divisions.
Develop estimates and procure materials as needed for projects. Develop or assist with development of specifications
and proposals for equipment and services for divisions 811 and 818. Oversee maintenance of critical inventory items.
Oversee installation and maintenance of security systems at the utility plants.
Maintain discipline and accountability amongst staff. Recommend remedial action as necessary to the Division Director,
providing written description of the action.
Ensure accurate and thorough documentation on operations, maintenance, and dispatch logs and reports.
Provide training and equipment to ensure safe working methods and conditions.
Promote advancement of staff skills and knowledge.
Work with Plant Operators to modify operational practices towards improved work method and cost efficiencies.
Utilize computerized maintenance system software (CMMS/MP2) to enter work orders for all repairs, to record
troubleshooting and repair methods, and close out completed work. Through the CMMS Technician, maintain updated
equipment list (serial numbers, manufacturer, model, etc.) as equipment is added, deleted or modified.
Use SCADA system to monitor current and historical status and trends of the facilities.
Develop and maintain performance plans for direct subordinates; review performance appraisals for all other division
811 & 818 staff.
Actively participate in supervisor/manager staff meetings.
Drive to and from various City work sites, periodically to vendor and/or seminar locations.
Work extended hours or respond to after-hours calls during emergency conditions. Perform additional duties as assigned.
May be directed to act as Division Director — Water/Wastewater/Reuse in his/her absence.
