of fire.

Assists in rescue of victims from burning buildings.

Performs salvage operations such as throwing salvage covers, removing water, and clearing debris.

Drives and operates all fire department apparatus and equipment.

8. Prepares for pumping operations by seeing that hydrant connections are made and pumps water to
fire at desired pressure. Monitors settings and operation of pumping apparatus during operation.

. Responds to emergency medical calls.

10. Performs evaluation and treatment of patients at the advanced life support level. Uses portable ECG
monitor/defibrillator, along with appropriate medications, in evaluation and treatment of heart attack
patients.

11. Uses appropriate medical equipment and procedures for evaluation and treatment of patients as
directed by the Office of the Medical Director, Pinellas County EMS.

12. Participates in fire and emergency medical training as directed by the fire department, State of Florida,
and Pinellas County EMS.

13. Participates in the inspection of buildings, hydrants, and other structures in fire prevention programs.

14. Performs general maintenance of the fire station, apparatus, and equipment as directed.
